Applications with incomplete or missing
requirements at the time of selection will not be reviewed. The application for the program will remain open until
the end of the application period and/or until the program spots are filled. Please note the following:

0 Demonstrate Appropriate Level of Proficiency in Reading and/or Math
e Eligible for ENGL 1010 or ENGL 1110
e Must have completed MATH 0950 or placed into MATH 1040 or MATH 1100 or higher
Proficiency can be demonstrated with placement test scores OR course completion.

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0 Complete Program Application: Apply at https://www.southeast.edu/applynow/ during the stated application
periods. For students interesting in starting:
Fall Semester (August): Please apply February 15— March 15™.
e First review of completed applications will begin on March 15th; the application will remain open until all
program seats are full.
e Notification of acceptance will occur on or after April 15%.
Incomplete applications will not be reviewed if missing requirements.
